Understanding Your
Community Governance

PART III:
Architectural Review Committee

As more residents of Issaquah Highlands contribute and participate in the
many committees, activities and events, there is heightened interest about
how the governance of our community works.  When each resident pur-
chases a home at Issaquah Highlands, they received a volume of docu-
ments entitled Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions,
By-laws, Articles of Incorporation, Rules and Regulations, and the Archi-
tectural Standards for the community.  Collectively these are the “Govern-
ing Documents” and these documents establish the organization and op-
eration of the single-family, attached single-family and town homes of the
residential component of Issaquah Highlands. This is the second of a se-
ries of articles to follow each month in Connections to help the under-
standing of your master planned development and how it pertains to you.

Disclosure:  The following information summarizes the community governance structure for the
Residential Properties.  The questions and answers are not intended to provide all the informa-
tion contained in the Governing Documents and should not be a substitute for your complete
review of these documents.  Diagrams are for illustrative purposes only and do not suggest actual
numbers of components of the Association, such as Units, Neighborhoods, and Voting Groups or
Voting members.  Although diagrams may indicate that all voting groups could be comprised of
an equal number of neighborhoods, such may not be the case and the text of the Governing
Documents control those decisions.

.
1.  Who determines Architectural Standards within Issaquah

Highlands?

Declarant’s Authority:
Port Blakely Communities has the right to administer architectural con-

trol for the Residential Properties so long as they own any property during
the development and building process.  Port Blakely may delegate any or
all of the architectural review authority to (a) a committee comprised of
architects, engineers or other persons; or (b) an architectural review com-
mittee appointed by the Residential Association’s Board (the “ARC”).  Cur-
rently, the ARC members are comprised of the Association Executive Di-
rector, an ARC Community Coordinator, and three consultants with ex-
pertise in architectural, design and landscape. They meet weekly.

Architectural Review Committee’s Authority:
Upon completion of the building period, the Board will appoint the

ARC, which is comprised of three to seven persons and the ARC exclu-
sively will administer architectural control.

For purposes of this discussion, the entity having architectural control
shall be referred to as the “reviewer.”  The reviewer has exclusive jurisdic-
tion over all original construction of and architectural modifications to
any resident (unit).  Any resident wishing to construct improvements or
modify existing improvements on his or her residence is required to sub-
mit an application to the reviewer and receive approval of the reviewer
prior to commencing construction.  The reviewer has sole and full authority
to reject or accept the application with no appeal right, except to the courts.

Port Blakely Communities has prepared the initial Architectural Stan-
dards and Review Procedures.  These standards are made available to all
residents, builders and developers within the residential properties and
they may vary among neighborhoods. The standards are intended to pro-
vide guidance to Owners and Builders regarding matters of particular con-
cern to the ARC in considering applications.  The Architectural Standards

are not the exclusive basis for decisions of the ARC and compliance with
the standards does not guarantee approval of any application.

Reasonable fees are established and charged to applicants for review of
applications.  The fees may include reasonable costs incurred in having an
application reviewed by architects, engineers or other professionals.

2. What is the application process?

Prior to commencing any work on your home, an Owner shall submit
an application for approval of the proposed work along with any required
fees. The application is available on the Issaquah Highlands website
(www.IHwebsite.com) or can be obtained at the Community Center.

The application shall include plans and specifications showing site lay-
out, structural design, topography, exterior elevations, exterior materials
and colors, landscaping, drainage, exterior lighting, irrigation and other
features of proposed construction as requested. Additional information
may be requested by the ARC if needed.

Within 30 days after receipt of the completed application, the ARC
will respond in writing to the application and may (i) approve the applica-
tion, with or without conditions; (ii) approve a portion of the application
and disapprove other portions; or (iii) disapprove the application.  The
ARC may specify the reasons for any objections or offer suggestions for
curing any objections.  Construction or changes must be completed within
one year of approval of the application unless an extension is granted.

For more detail, please refer to Article IV, Architecture and Landscaping
in the CCRs.
